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Planting season for willows is between October and May. During this period the willows should be planted  
as soon as possible. Do not store willows longer than 3 days before planting! 

 
You will need:    
Approximately 60 willows 10” long  Ø ¾ ” – 1.0” for weaving and approximately 30 willows 10” long  Ø 1.0 ” – 1.5” 
for the framework. 10 meter of rope (preferable hemp cord), an iron rod or wooden pole, a sledgehammer,

1. Use your spade and the rope tied on the 
pole to mark a round trench.  
Your trench should be about 40-50 cm deep 
and about 20 cm wide. 
Tip: please do not forget to leave about 60-
80 cm for your entrance.   
 

2. Now use your wooden pole or iron rod to 
punch holes every 20 cm into the trench. 
Holes should be about 15 cm deep. 
Now place the willows 10” long  Ø 1.0 ” – 1.5” 
into the holes. This will be your framework. 

 

 

Installation instructions for

“The Vegetated Hut”
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a shovel / spade, measuring tape, a wheelbarrow, and a sunny space for your hut.
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4. use the willows 10” long  Ø ¾ ” – 1.0” for 
weaving diagonally in a 45° angle. Each frame 
willow will end up with two woven willows. One 
to the right and one to the left side. Last fill 
the trench with good soil (triple mix) and 
water the willows right away.  

  
 
 

Watering is very important! Spring Start-up. As soon as the frost is out of the ground (usually in March) you 
should start watering once a week. Starting from May, watering should be done twice (2) or three (3) times a 

week, until the end of the summer (August / September). It is important to ensure that the soil in the trench is 
always moist. In the event of extreme temperatures, more frequent watering might be necessary. Before the 

season ends, between November 1 and November 20, please water thoroughly one last time.                 .                                                                                                                                                                                  
We also recommend to trim the willows at least once a year between October and March.                             

Trim/cut the new shoots about 10 cm above the framework with garden scissors.                                                 
This way your tip will keep the original shape and will grow very healthy. 

 

 

 

 

Now sit back, relax and enjoy your new

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connect willows from opposite sides
using the rope. The connections should be

right over the center of your hut.
